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km 0 :   START - NICE : Jardins Albert 1er : There are the older gardens in Nice over 
2 km of green spaces from the sea.  

m 700 : What would be the Promenade des Anglais without the famous Hôtel 
Negresco ? The mystic luxury hotel and its pink cupola have dominated the « Baie 
des Anges” since one century. The place was listed as Ancien Monument in 2003. 

km 4 :   The airport of Nice make all the countries all over the world closer thanks to 
the diary flights. It is the second airport in France after Paris’s one.  

km 5 :  The Parc Phœnix owns 7 hectares which offer a large variety of flowers and 7 
tropical climates under conservatory all along the year.  

km 8,5 : Saint-Laurent-du-Var benefits from an exceptional geografical location close 
to Nice and its Baie des Anges. The city also owns a  marina, one of the most 
important on the Azurean coast.  
 
km 10 : The marina of Cros-de-Cagnes was the most important marina in the Alpes-
Maritimes in the 20’s-30’s. In 19th century, it also was an italian district located near 
the Saint-Pierre Church. (called ‘Eglise Jaune’)  

km 12 :  The famous racecourse of Cagnes-sur-Mer organizes important meetings ( 
in winter and in summer) over 63 hectares and can receive until 11,300 pax. The 
place is dedicated to all the disciplines of the equestrian sport but above all it is 
thanks to the winter meeting that the racecourse is known.  

km 13 :  The magic Marina Baie des Anges of Villeneuve-Loubet has imposed its 
particular aspect on the French Riviera for many years. The place is listed as the 
Architectural monument one over 20th century.  
 
km 18,5 :  The Fort Carré in Antibes is an exceptional place located in the Saint-Roch 
peninsula. In the antique, the Fort Carré was a place of worship dedicated to 
Quicksilver god. 

km 20 :  The Grimaldi Castle and the Picasso Museum d’Antibes are two majour 
touristic monuments in Antibes.  

km 21,1 :  The Archeological Museum of Antibes was built at the end of XVIIth 
century and collectes all the archeological, terrestrian and underwater treasures from 
the past of Antibes during the Antique.  
 
km 25 : The Cap d'Antibes is a real heavenly place along the coast which protects 
the luxiest properties including the famous ‘Eden Roc’, one of the most beautiful hotel 
in the world located to the top of the cape.  
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km 29 : The pinewood of Juan-les-Pins organizes each year the famous Festival de 
Jazz d’Antibes Juan-les-Pins created in 1960, the first european jazz festival.  
 
km 32 : Between the Cap d’Antibes and the Lérins Islands, the berry of Golfe-Juan 
represents the perfect image of the French Riviera with its marina and its luxuary 
yachts.  
 
km 38 :  The casino Palm Beach from the Partouche group is the perfect mix between 
prestigious past and modernity. 
 
km 40 : The hôtel Carlton Intercontinental is a prestigious hotel complex located 
since 1912 on one of the most beautiful avenue in the world : the Croisette in Cannes 
at 800 meters of the Palais des Festivals et des Congrès.  
 
km 42,195 :  FINISHLINE- CANNES : The Palais des Festivals et des Congrès is a 
prestigious complex which welcome all along the year local, national and 
international events including the most prestigious one : the film festival of Cannes . 
In total, more than 55 profesional events attract about 290,000 visitors per year.
